Coordinator Conference

The Sword of the Spirit North American Region Coordinator Conference will take place
February 5-7, 2010, at the Crowne Plaza Hotel, 8000 Merriman Rd, Romulus, Michi-
gan. If you drive to the hotel, free parking is available at the hotel. If you fly to Detroit
Metropolitan Airport, take the brief shuttle-bus ride to the hotel—it’s only a half mile
away.

Registration Details
There is only one registration option for the Coordinator Conference and that is for the
entire conference: Friday evening through Sunday afternoon. We are not offering a
partial registration option as the conference is a complete unit and we want those who
attend to come to the whole conference. (Yes, people can attend less than the whole
conference, but they will have to pay the full registration fee.) In an effort to make the
conference affordable for coordinators that need to travel long distances (to better love
and serve our sister communities far from the conference site), we are employing a
variable pricing structure.
e For coordinators attending from communities in Michigan and Indiana, the price
is $300.
e For coordinators attending from Columbus, Pittsburgh, Toronto (and similar dis-
tances), the price is $250.
« For coordinators attending from communities farther away (more than a seven-
hour drive—uwill probably need to fly), the price is $150.
Sorry, a special price for commuters will not be available. You can certainly commute,
but you will need to pay the full price.
Your fee covers sleeping accommodations (two to a room, two queen beds), meals,
and conference materials. The registration deadline is Friday, January 22, 2010. This
is a firm deadline. Please enclose payment with your registration.
